It is requested that the Commissioners Court consider a professional services contract with Parkhill for
architectural and engineering services for the Precinct 4 New Maintenance Center Project, located at 6713
Telephone Road in Lake Worth.

BACKGROUND

On April 26, 2022, the Commissioners Court, through Court Order #138003, approved Request For
Qualification (RFQ) No. 2022-098 — Annual Contract for Professional Architectural-Engineering Services, for
various Tarrant County projects. With approval of RFQ No. 2022-098, the Facilities Management Department
and Purchasing Department were granted approval to utilize the selected firms for indefinite quantities of work,
as outlined in the RFQ, at the hourly rates in the respective rate schedules for each firm. Firms will be issued a
Tarrant County purchase order or will be required to sign a contract for individual projects, depending on the
type and cost of the work. Parkhill was one (1) of the firms that received the highest evaluated ratings from the
evaluation committee as having qualifications to meet the County’s needs for indefinite quantities of work as
outlined in the RFQ.

With approval of this professional services contract, Parkhill will provide design services for the Precinct 4
New Maintenance Center project. The scope of services shall include, but are not limited to the following:

This contract is entered into between Tarrant County, Texas, hereinafter referred to as COUNTY, and
Parkhill, hereinafter referred to as PROVIDER, for the purpose of providing professional architectural, and
engineering services which the Commissioners Court finds serves a public purpose and serves the public
welfare of the citizens of Tarrant County.

1.
SCOPE OF SERVICES

PROVIDER shall provide professional architectural and engineering services (the “Services”) for the
Precinct 4 New Maintenance Center project, 6713 Telephone Road, Lake Worth, Texas (the “Project”),
said renovations to be defined by COUNTY and mutually agreed to by PROVIDER. This Professional
Services Contract (PSC), and with the Proposal for architectural and engineering dated November §, 2024
from PROVIDER, shown in Exhibit “A”, forms the contract between the parties.

The Services to be provided by the PROVIDER as outlined more specifically in Exhibit “A” shall include,
but are not limited to, the following:

1.1 Scope of Services
a. Basic Services. The A/E’s Basic Services will consist of architectural design and include
usual and customary interior design, mechanical and electrical engineering, structural
engineering, landscape architecture, site civil engineering, IT/security, audio/visual, and
furniture services.
i. Programming

1. Kickoff Meeting. Facilitate a kickoff meeting and consult with Owner to
obtain input regarding facility needs related to space and function and
establish design vision and performance criteria for Project.

2. Site Evaluation. Visit up to two potential sites and review available data
and drawings to evaluate existing conditions and physical characteristics
and identify constraints and opportunities that may impact design.

3. Space Program. Review and update programming from Study to deliver a
final Space Program quantifying the spatial requirements for building and
site development considering the intended functions for the facility.

4. Opinion of Probable Cost. Review and update opinion of probable cost
from Study and deliver an Opinion of Probable Cost for construction based
on updated Space Program, and other performance criteria or requirements
determined during the Programming phase.

1.2 Schematic Design
a. Based on the Space Program, A/E will develop multiple conceptual plan options for review.
b. Based on the preferred conceptual plan option, A/E will prepare Schematic Design
Documents consisting of drawings and other documents providing a preliminary
conceptual design illustrating the scale and relationship of Project components.
c. Review and consult with Owner regarding cost estimate provided by Construction Manager
based on Schematic Design documents.
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1.3 Design Development

a. Based on the Schematic Design Documents, A/E will prepare Design Development
Documents setting forth the final configuration of the building and the products to be used
for the construction of the Project.

b. Milestone deliverables will include 50% and 100% Design Development packages.

c. Based on the Design Development drawings, provide exterior renderings of buildings
illustrating architectural materials and finishes.

d. Review and consult with Owner regarding cost estimate provided by Construction Manager
based on Design Development documents.

1.4 Construction Documents
a. Based on the Design Development Documents, A/E will prepare Construction Documents
for a single bid package consisting of Drawings and Specifications setting forth the
requirements for the construction of the Project. Milestone deliverables will include 50%,
95% and 100% Construction Document packages.

1.5 Bidding and Permitting Phase

a. A/E will assist Owner in the preparation of necessary bidding information, answer
questions from Pre-Bid and Pre-Construction meetings, and assist in awarding and
preparing contracts for construction of the Project.

b. GMP Approval. A/E will review and consult with Owner regarding the Guaranteed
Maximum Price (GMP) submitted by Construction Manager.

c. A/E will provide required drawings and attend up to two (2) meetings with authorities
having jurisdiction for permit approval.

1.6 Furniture Services
a. Specify furniture for competitive bidding or invitation to quote by furniture dealer(s) of the
Owner’s choice. FF&E services will include showroom tours, existing furniture inventory,
move management coordination/documentation, review of submitted bids, coordination
with Owner’s procurement department, oversight of installation and installation
coordination with Owner’s selected dealer(s).

1.7 Construction Phase

a. Coordinate accessibility review with Texas Department of Licensing and Regulation
(TDLR).

b. A/E will visit the site at intervals appropriate to the stage of construction, up to once per
week, to become generally familiar with the progress and quality of the portion of the Work
completed, and to determine, in general, if the Work observed is being performed in a
manner indicating that the Work, when fully completed, will be in accordance with the
Contract Documents.

c. A/E will attend Owner-Architect-Contractor meetings once weekly throughout the
duration of construction.

d. Based on A/E’s observations and evaluations of the Contractor’s Applications for Payment,
A/E will review and certify the amounts due to Contractor.

e. The Architect shall review, or take other appropriate action upon, the Contractor’s
submittals such as Shop Drawings, Product Data and Samples, but only for the limited
purpose of checking for conformance with information given and the design concept
expressed in the Contract Documents.

f. Architect shall review and respond to requests for information about the Contract
Documents.

g. Review and prepare proposed change orders and construction change directives.
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1.8 Closeout Phase
a. At Project completion, review the Work for conformance with the requirements of the
Contract Documents and provide a list of items to be completed or corrected.
b. Issue substantial completion, review as-builts and record drawings, and approve final
payment.

2.
TERM

This contract commences December 17, 2024 and concludes on the date services are completed.

3.
COST

3.1 For the services described in “Article 1. Scope of Services” and as defined in PROVIDER’S
proposal contained in Exhibit “A”, the PROVIDER’S compensation for these services shall be one
million seven hundred forty-six thousand and sixty-three dollars ($1,746,063.00) and shall not
exceed this amount without prior authorization from the County.

3.4 PROVIDER’S invoice shall detail the Services provided;

3.5 PROVIDER'’S invoice may include reimbursable expenses such as printing, postage, out of County
travel, and additional OAC meetings, etc. related to the Project. Reimbursable expenses will not
exceed $34,000.00. Expenses will be invoiced at Actual cost. Supporting receipt documentation
must be submitted. All unused allowances will be returned to Tarrant County.

3.6 No travel expenses are included in this contract.

PROVIDER understands that PROVIDER shall be responsible for any other expenses incurred by
PROVIDER in performing the Services under this contract.

4.
AGENCY-INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR

Neither COUNTY nor any employee thereof is an agent of PROVIDER, and neither PROVIDER nor any
employee thereof is an agent of COUNTY. This contract does not and shall not be construed to entitle
either party or any of their respective employees, if applicable, to any benefit, privilege or other amenities
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of employment by the other party.

5.
ASSIGNMENT

Neither party may assign, in whole or in part, any interest it may have in this contract without the prior
written consent of the other party.

6.
THIRD PARTY BENEFICIARY EXCLUDED

This contract shall not be interpreted to inure to the benefit of a third party not a party to this contract. This
contract may not be interpreted to waive any statutory or common law defense, immunity, including
governmental and sovereign immunity, or any limitation of liability, responsibility, or damage of any party
to this contract, party’s agent, or party’s employee, otherwise provided by law.

7.
AUDIT OF RECORDS

PROVIDER’S records for this Project are subject to audit by the COUNTY during the term of this contract.

8.
